MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

President Hargreave called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. ROLL CALL

Also present:  Village Attorney Chuck Lillis, Village Manager Eric Zuzga, Utility Manager Jason Laney, and Village Clerk Diane Beckman.  
3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA, CHANGES OR ADDITIONS

Campbell motioned to approve the agenda as presented.  With support from Russell, MOTION CARRIED.
4. CONSENT AGENDA

Baranouski motioned to approve the Consent Agenda. With support from Campbell, MOTION CARRIED.

5. APPROVAL OF PAYMENT OF BILLS

Sullivan motioned to approve the Payment of Bills as presented.  With support from Baranouski,  a ROLL CALL vote was taken (Hargreave-aye; Swallow-aye; Sullivan-aye; Campbell-aye; Gardon-aye; Russell-aye; Baranouski-aye) MOTION CARRIED.

6. PUBLIC HEARINGS

President Hargreave opened the public hearing on the EAB tax abatement at 5:34 p.m.  Zuzga explained the substance of the tax abatement to those present and answered questions that the Council had.  President Hargreave closed the public hearing at 5:38 p.m.
Campbell motioned to approve Resolution 2009-06 (Industrial Facilities Tax Exemption Certificate) for EAB.  With support from Russell,  a ROLL CALL vote was taken (Hargreave-aye; Swallow-aye; Sullivan-aye; Campbell-aye; Gardon-aye; Russell-aye; Baranouski-aye) MOTION CARRIED.

Russell motioned to authorize Hargreave to sign the Agreement between the Village of Quincy and EAB Fabrication.  With support from Campbell, MOTION CARRIED. 
7. PUBLIC COMMENTS
None noted.
8. PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Zuzga provided an explanation regarding the Branch County yearly statistics.  Zuzga also stated that 911 have installed mobile data systems in all the patrol cars along with a GPS for the vehicles.  Issues with 71 E. Chicago Street are being investigated by the Sheriff’s Department and the Branch County Building Inspector.
Zuzga stated that work had started at the cement plant under the Brownfield and that possibly Speedrack would also be considered under the Brownfield.

Hargreave announced that the new fire truck had been received and the budget for 2009-2010 had been adopted.

Laney updated the Council on recent activities within his department.

Russell motioned to approve the 2009 Brush/Yard Waste Policy with the additional wording regarding private tree removal.  With support from Baranouski, MOTION CARRIED.

Baranouski motioned to approve Resolution 2009-03 (Water Rate Change 1 ½” meter) effective March 1, 2009.  With support from Gardon, MOTION CARRIED.

Russell motioned to approve Resolution 2009-04 (US 12 Water Service Reconstruction) from the Water/Sewer Funds.  With support from Campbell, a ROLL CALL vote was taken (Hargreave-aye; Swallow-aye; Sullivan-aye; Campbell-aye; Gardon-aye; Russell-aye; Baranouski-aye) MOTION CARRIED.

Campbell motioned to approve Resolution 2009-05 (Arbor Day Proclamation-April 14, 2009).  With support from Baranouski, MOTION CARRIED.
After discussion, Russell motioned to approve spending $330 from the General Fund in the Consumers Energy Rate Case.  With support from Campbell, a ROLL CALL vote was taken (Hargreave-aye; Swallow-aye; Sullivan-aye; Campbell-aye; Gardon-aye; Russell-aye; Baranouski-aye) MOTION CARRIED.

11. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Lois Bearden approached the Council regarding the penalties/late fees applied to her account at 75 W. Chicago Street.  Baranouski motioned to waive $5.69 from the account.  With support from Russell, a ROLL CALL vote was taken (Hargreave-nay; Swallow-aye; Sullivan-nay; Campbell-nay; Gardon-aye; Russell-aye; Baranouski-aye) MOTION CARRIED.
12. ANNOUNCEMENTS

Deputy Gest, Branch County Sheriff’s Department, updated the Council on violations at 71 E. Chicago Street and provided an update on monthly policing activities.
Zuzga provided the MDOT schedule for the upcoming work on US12 and updated the Council on the proposed activities.
