MINUTES

1. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

President Hargreave called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. ROLL CALL

Those present:  Hargreave, Sullivan, Russell, Baranouski, Gardon and Swallow
Those absent:  Campbell

Also present:   Village Manager Eric Zuzga, Utility Manager Jason Laney, and Village Clerk Diane Beckman.  
Baranouski motioned to approve the absence of Doug Campbell.  With support from Russell, MOTION CARRIED.

3. APPROVAL OF AGENDA, CHANGES OR ADDITIONS

Baranouski motioned to approve the agenda with the addition of 11 E.  Substance Abuse Council Mock Crash and 7 D. Utility Department Update.  With support from Gardon, MOTION CARRIED.
4. CONSENT AGENDA

Sullivan motioned to approve the Consent Agenda. With support from Russell, MOTION CARRIED.

5. APPROVAL OF PAYMENT OF BILLS

After a brief review of the bills, Russell motioned to approve the payment of bills as presented.  With support from Baranouski, a ROLL CALL vote was taken (Hargreave-aye; Sullivan-aye; Russell-aye; Baranouski-aye; Swallow-aye; Gardon-aye; Campbell-absent) MOTION CARRIED.
6. PUBLIC COMMENTS
None noted.
7. PETITIONS AND COMMUNICATIONS

Zuzga provided an update for the Branch County Sheriff’s Department to the Council.  One of the major concerns that the Sheriff’s Department is currently dealing with is the traffic issues since the inception of the construction on North and South Main Streets. 
Zuzga also provided an update for the Branch County Commissioner.  He stated that the Economic Summit was interesting and focused on communities getting together to go forward in this tough economy.

The Quincy Fire Association held their Annual Meeting on April 14th, 2009 resulting in the officers remaining the same.  The Fire Chief had concerns regarding the entry on East Chicago Street and is working with the MDOT Engineer regarding that approach.
Laney apologized to the Council for the lack of water during the cutting and capping of the main on US12 and stated that the situation had highlighted the instability of an aging system.   He also stated that the fire hydrant in front of 12 South Main Street had been abandoned and presented issues that his department is currently dealing with or working on.
8. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Zuzga explained the information contained in the e-mail regarding the Cement Plant and what the donation would mean to the Village in the future.  Attorney Lillis advised the Council that is was critical that a BEA (Baseline Environmental Analysis)  be done before any further steps were taken.  The BEA would provide a snapshot of the property and doing so would protect the Village from future liability for the previous use of the property.  Baranouski motioned to accept the donation depending on the Baseline Environmental Analysis.  With support from Sullivan, a ROLL CALL vote was taken (Hargreave-aye; Sullivan-aye; Russell-nay; Baranouski-aye; Swallow-aye; Gardon-aye; Campbell-absent)  MOTION CARRIED.
9. NEW BUSINESS

Sullivan motioned to approve the Tax Assessment Listing for 2009.  With support from Gardon, MOTION CARRIED.
