The bid specs included three different options (#1-front snow plow included, #2-gravel chute, #3 liquid de-icer equipment installed) Motion by Baranouski, support by Russell to purchase the truck from Wells Equipment with Options #1 and 2, for a total of $123,880, trough a 5 year lease/purchase through National City or Century Bank and Trust.   During the discussion period, Campbell offered an amended motion, with support from Gardon to delete option #1 from the original motion.
